Universal changes to the Draft 
EIR are noted and then other specific changes to the Draft EIR are outlined on the following pages under 
their appropriate page number or Draft EIR Section headings.   

The following changes clarify, amplify, or make insignificant modifications to the Draft EIR.  They do 
not change any of the conclusions or impact findings reached in the Draft EIR.  Therefore, recirculation 
of the Draft EIR is not warranted under CEQA Section 21092.1 and CEQA Guidelines Section 
15088.5(e)

Public Open Space Amenities, Figure 5.15-5, Proposed Private/Semi Private Open Space 
Amenities, and Figure 7-8B, Residential Development Alternative – B have been added to the 
EIR.  (Please see Master Response sections.)

Therefore, the implementation of Mitigation Measure 
CR-97 would reduce Impact CR-39 to a less than significant level.

The proposed project would have a less than significant impact related to human remains with the 
inclusion of Mitigation Measure CR-97.

PDF-HAZ-10     Prior to the issuance of any grading permit in Planning Area B the project 
applicant shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Directors of Public Works 
and Community Development that three on-site LFG monitoring probes on the 
north and east perimeter of the former Villa Park Landfill site will be protected. 

PDF-HAZ-11     Prior to the issuance of any grading permit in Planning Area B the project 
applicant shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Directors of Public Works 
and Community Development that utilities that trench immediately adjacent to 
the former Villa Park Landfill, will include vapor barriers. 

PDF-HAZ-12     Prior to the issuance of any residential building permit, the project applicant 
shall demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Director of Public Works and 
Community Development that methane monitors will be installed.

Page 5.9-34 and 5.9-35:  

Pages 5.9-34 and Page 5.9-35 of the Draft EIR are revised as follows: 

Short-Term Operation (Construction) 
Infiltration 

Under the existing conditions, infiltration potential is very minimal on-site due to the excessive 
silt pond deposits that occurred in the past, bedrock conditions in areas throughout the site, and 
existing artificial compacted fill areas from previous grading operations(Appendix K, Water 
Quality Technical Report).  During construction no change in infiltration is anticipated.  
Therefore, no impact would be anticipated and no mitigation measures would be required. 

Groundwater Use 

As previously noted, there are two (2) existing wells on the project site as shown on Figure 5.9-
8A, Existing and Proposed Water Well Locations.  Water Well #1 was historically used in the on-
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site sand and gravel operation.  Water Well #1 is not presently producing water.  Water Well #2 
is presently producing water.  Based on information provided by Hanson Aggregates West, Inc., 
Water Well #2 has a total production of approximately four (4) acre feet per month.  The 
proposed project would re-activate Water Well #1 and continue the use of Water Well #2 during 
construction.  No increase in amount of water historically produced by the water wells is 
anticipated.  Therefore, no impact would be anticipated and no mitigation measures would be 
required. 

Long-Term Operation  
Infiltration 

Under the proposed conditions, the majority of the site will be subject to silt pond removals and 
re-compaction of a clay-based fill to 90% compaction, similar to areas of the site that already 
have significant compacted fill areas.  Upon completion of the required removal and compaction 
process, the majority of the site will have low infiltration potential similar to existing conditions.  
Implementation of the proposed project would not substantially deplete or interfere with 
groundwater recharge based on the existing conditions or result in a net deficit of the underlying 
aquifer or local groundwater table.  Therefore, the proposed project as designed would require the 
capping of the existing on-site well.  Therefore, no impact would be anticipated and no mitigation 
measures would be required.   

Groundwater Use 

The proposed project will not include any would re-locate the two existing groundwater wells. 
nor any other features to withdraw groundwater from the existing aquifer.  The potential water 
quality impacts to groundwater are discussed in Threshold HWQ-A, Water Quality 
Standards/Discharge Requirements.  The two water wells would be located in HOA areas and 
provide water for landscape areas on the project site.  No increase in amount of water 
historically produced by the water wells is anticipated. Therefore, no impact would be 
anticipated and no mitigation measures would be required.   

Level of Significance 

The proposed project would have a less than significant impact related to groundwater 
supplies/recharge and no mitigation measures would be required. 

Page 5.9-38:  

Page 5.9-38 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted below to include: 

Changes in the on-site 100-year event durations (Tc’s) will have little effect to Santiago Creek 
flows as the 100-year hydrograph presented in “Hydraulic and Sediment Transport Report for Rio 
Santiago” indicates, peak flows in Santiago Creek arrive at the project site 53 hours into the 100-
year storm event which far exceeds the 100-year duration of project site flow delivery to Santiago 
Creek.  While hydrographs are not available from Reference 1 for Santiago Creek mainline 2-year 
event storms, it is widely accepted that events less than 5-year flood have limited discharge and 
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hence transport capacity (scour) consequences on the Creek.  Likewise, 2-year event project 
durations are less than 12% different from pre-project durations and these differences are 
considered minor. 

Page 5.9-50:  

Page 5.9-50 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted below to modify the below mitigation measures: 

According to Herb Nakasone (County of Orange), County Staff operates and maintains the Villa 
Park Dam to provide maximum flood protection to downstream residents and businesses and is 
prepared to respond to emergencies if necessary.  A County staff person lives on the Villa Park 
Dam site perpetually monitoring and operating storm discharges from the Dam to maximize 
storage behind the Dam thereby providing maximum flood protection.  Santiago Dam also has a 
dam keeper on-site at all times.  A 24 hour, seven day week operational plan with trained 
personnel who understand the operations of the Dam is ready to be implemented in the event a 
storm is anticipated to fill the storage behind the Dam and control discharges are necessary 24 
hours a day. 

Pages 5.10-24 and 5.10-45  

Pages 5.10- 24 and 5.10-45 of the Draft EIR have been clarified as noted below: 

Goal/Objectives/Policy Project Consistency 

Goal 6.0:           Advance development activity that is mutually beneficial to both the environment and 
the community. 

Policy 6.4:         Create and maintain open space resources 
that provide recreational opportunities, 
protect hillside vistas and ridgelines, and 
conserve natural resources. 

The project retains the Santiago Creek in its 
existing condition as natural open space, 
greenway and wildlife corridor to preserve the 
Creek’s riparian habitat (Policies 6.4 and 6.7). 

The proposed project may not be consistent 
with certain portions of this specific policy.  
However because Santiago Creek is being 
retained in its existing condition, the possible 
inconsistency does not rise to the level of a 
significant impact.  Therefore, the project is 
consistent with the overall City General Plan. 

Goal 7.0:        Protect significant view corridors, open space, and ridgelines within the urban 
environment. 

Policy 7.1: Preserve the scenic nature of significant

Existing City and County Trails 

An existing riding and hiking recreational trail (trail) currently exists along the north side of East 
Santiago Canyon Road adjacent to the Reserve neighborhood. This existing recreational multi-
purpose trail is composed of surfaced with decomposed granite. and is available Trail users 
include  for pedestrians, equestrians, and mountain bicycle riders bikers. This trail is illustrated 
on the City’s 2010 General Plan, Figure CM-3 Plan for Recreational Trails and Bikeways. 
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An existing recreation multi-purpose trail, is located off-site and north of Planning Area A, 
adjacent to the south edge of East Mabury Avenue maintained by the Mabury Homeowners 
Association, County of Orange, and City.  This trail has an unauthorized connection from the 
Mabury neighborhood crossing Santiago Creek to Santiago Oaks Regional Park to the east and to 
the City to the west. The crossing is available when Santiago Creek has low flows. The crossing 
of Santiago Creek is presently via an unauthorized trespass onto private property. This trail is 
illustrated on the City’s 2010 General Plan, Figure CM-3 Plan for Recreational Trails and 
Bikeways and the County of Orange, Master Plan of Major Regional Riding & Hiking Trails and 
Off-Road Paved Bikeways Plan. The crossing of Santiago Creek is presently utilized as an 
unauthorized trail trespassing on private property.  

Class II (on-road) bike lanes exist on northbound and southbound Cannon Street and eastbound 
and westbound Santiago Canyon Road adjacent to the project site as depicted on Figure CM-3 
Plan for Recreational Trails and Bikeways, City’s 2010 General Plan, Figure CM-3 Plan for 
Recreational Trails and Bikeways. Figure 5.15-2, Existing and Proposed Trails identifies existing 
City and County of Orange trails in the vicinity of the project site, respectively. 

Page 5.15-7:  

Page 5.15-7 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted below. Please note that due existing italics 
within this section, changes are shown in strikethrough and underlined italics. 

Planned City and County Trails  

Figure 5.15-2, Existing and Proposed Trails identifies existing City and County of Orange trails 
and Class I Bikeways in the vicinity of the project site, respectively.  he Orange Park Acres 
(OPA) Plan and the 1975 East Orange (EO) General Plan proposed trails are similar to the 
proposed trails in the City’s 2010 General Plan. Per the City’s 2010 General Plan, Figure CM-3 
Plan for Recreational Trails and Bikeways, there is a proposed Class I Bikeway (Off-Street) to be 
located on the northerly and westerly edges of Planning Area A. There are also proposed 
recreational trails to be located along East Santiago Canyon Road adjacent to the project site and 
the easterly boundary of the project site. Objective 4 of the Project Applicant established 
objectives (located in Section 3.0, Project Description) proposed project states:  

OBJ-4  To provide an open space and trail network adjacent to Santiago Creek’s riparian habitat, 
including public trails with connections to trails and parks, along with a variety of public and 
private recreational opportunities that do not currently exist in the East Orange area.  

Per the County of Orange, Orange's Bikeway Plan and Major Riding & Hiking Trails and, Off-
Road Paved Bikeways Plan (March 2008) OCTA’s Commuter Bikeway Strategic Plan, there is a 
proposed off-road paved bikeway south of Santiago Creek through the project site. 

Page 5.15-8:  

Page 5.15-8 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted below: 
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County of Orange Recreational Trails Master Plan  

The Bikeway Plan Map and the Master Plan of Regional Recreational Riding & Hiking Trails 

Major and Off-Road Paved Bikeway Plan are a comprehensive, long-range planning documents, 

which describes for trail setting, alignments, standards, and locations.  The two Plans where was 

designed for a broad spectrum of users, including commuter and recreational trail bicyclists, 

hikers, joggers, and equestrians and mountain bicycle riders.   

Page 5.15-10 and 5.10-11:  

Page 5.15-10 and 5.10-11 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted blow to include the additional PDF 
the applicant has agreed to implement: 

PDF-REC-1     The proposed project will include recreational and open space opportunities 
within Planning Area A.  This will include multi-purpose recreational trails, and 
a Class I Bikeways, Santiago Creek, and passive open space and natural open 
space. The recreational and open space areas in Planning Area A will be 
maintained by Owner until and if donated to the County or other public agency. 

PDF-REC-6  The proposed project will include approximately 1.3 miles of on-site regional and 
riding and hiking trails and a Class I Bikeway, multi-purpose public trails.  
These The bikeway and trails will provide connectivity between the project site 
and the adjacent community.  The proposed on-site regional trails will have the 
potential to be accessed from existing and proposed off-site public trails.  The 
Class I recreational Bikeway and separate recreational trails will be provided as 
stated below: 

• The proposed perimeter regional (paved bikeway and DG trail) trail along 
Santiago Creek will implement a portion of the proposed City and County 
Master Plan of Trails.  This temporary trail along Planning Area A shall be 
constructed at issuance of 50% of Certificates of Occupancy of either 
Planning Area C or D, whichever occurs first, for the entire length of this 
trail on the project site.  The ultimate (permanent) multi-purpose recreational 
trail along Santiago Creek shall be constructed at issuance of 50% of 
Certificates of Occupancy of the adjacent land use as development occurs 
(e.g., ultimate multi-purpose recreational trail adjacent to Planning Area D 
would be built as development occurs in this area).  The ultimate (permanent) 
Planning Area B adjacent trail segment shall be constructed prior to 
development on Planning Area B. 

• A meandering multi-purpose recreation decompose granite trail will connect 
the proposed trail along East Santiago Canyon Road to the trail south of 
Santiago Creek.  This ultimate (permanent) trail shall be constructed at 
issuance of 50% of Certificates of Occupancy of Planning Area D. 
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• A meandering multi-purpose recreation decomposed granite trail will be 
provided along East Santiago Canyon Road. A temporary trail will be 
provided along East Santiago Canyon Road shall be constructed at issuance 
of 50% of Certificates of Occupancy of either Planning Area C or D, 
whichever occurs first, for the entire length of this trail on the project site. 
The ultimate (permanent) multi-purpose recreational trail along East 
Santiago Canyon Road shall be constructed at issuance of 50% of 
Certificates of Occupancy of the adjacent land use as development occurs 
(e.g., ultimate multi-purpose recreational trail adjacent to Planning Area D 
would be built as development occurs in this area). The ultimate (permanent) 
Planning Area B adjacent trail segment shall be constructed prior to 
development on Planning Area B. 

Page 5.15-14:  
Page 5.15-14 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted below: 

Level of Significance 

The proposed project would have less than significant impacts related to increase the use of 
existing neighborhood and regional park or other public park facilities such that substantial 
physical deterioration of the facilities would occur or be accelerated and no mitigation measures 
would be required. 

Page 5.15-19 and 5.15-20:  

Page 5.15-19 and 5.15-20 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted below: 

A recreation trail currently exists along the north side of East Santiago Canyon Road adjacent to 
the existing Reserve neighborhood and east of the project site. The existing trail provides for a 
connection to the project and the project extends the trail along the project’s entire East Santiago 
Canyon Road frontage as illustrated on Figure 5.15-2, Existing and Proposed Trails. This would 
be a 10-foot wide recreation trail tread separated from East Santiago Canyon Road by a 6-foot 
wide landscaped parkway measured from the back of curb, all within an 18’ wide trail easement. 
This portion of the recreation trail would use decomposed granite and would be available for 
pedestrians, equestrians, and mountain bikers bicycle riders internal and external to the project. 
The surface will be in accordance with City standards on recreational trails. At the southwest 
corner of the project site, a further extension westward by the adjacent property owner (County of 
Orange) would be possible. Implementation of this section of recreational trail is consistent with 
the City of Orange proposed Recreational Trail, as illustrated in Figure 5.15-2, Existing and 
Proposed Trails.  

The proposed project implements a multi-purpose recreational trail extending into the project site 
alongside the proposed main entry roadway, and shall provide a connection between East 
Santiago Canyon Road and the proposed multi-use recreational trail along the south bank of 
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Santiago Creek. PDF-TRA 1 shall provide a connection for surrounding communities and the 
Mara Bradman horse arena to the main entry trail system. A 10-foot wide recreation trail tread of 
decomposed granite on one side of the street, separated from the back of the main entry roadway 
sidewalk by a 6-foot wide planting area is proposed, all within an 18’ wide trail easement. 

An off-site recreation trail exists north of Planning Area A adjacent to the south edge of East 
Mabury Avenue.  The City’s General Plan shows this trail as wider than its current configuration. 
This widening could occur on the project site or adjacent properties to the north. The proposed 
project would not preclude the implementation of a wider trail.  Additionally, this trail has an 
unauthorized connection from the existing Mabury neighborhood crossing Santiago Creek to 
Santiago Oaks Regional Park to the east and to the City to the west. This trail is illustrated on 
Figure 5.15-2, Existing and Proposed Trails. The trail is designate as an existing County riding 
and hiking trail, a proposed City Class I off street bicycle trail, and an existing City recreational 
trail. The existing trail is located off-site. Future trail locations alignments are generally depicted; 
however, these routes may be located on the project site including a potential connection across 
Santiago Creek As noted above the project applicant has offered Planning Area A to the City, 
County, Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA), or 501c3 Non-Profit Organization. 
The proposed project would not preclude the implementation of the future trails. 

A Multi-Use Riding and Hiking Trail and Bikeway is proposed along the southern boundary of 
Planning Area A along the south bank of Santiago Creek. The trail multi-use trail would be used 
by pedestrians, and equestrians and the paved bikeway by bicyclists and pedestrians. The total 
width of the parallel multi-use trail and bikeway would be a 20-foot wide. The tread would 
include comprised of a 10-foot paved surface area, 4-foot wide decomposed gravel surface 
separated by a 3-foot buffer equestrian tread, and a 2-foot wide decomposed granite tread for 
joggers. This area would also be used by Orange County Flood Control District, Orange County 
Fire Authority, City Fire Department to access the Santiago Creek. The trail and bikeway would 
include a border on one side of a split-rail or pipe fence with access points at key locations along 
the perimeter of the adjacent Planning Areas. At the far western edge of the project site, the 
bikeway and trail are planned to Multi-Use Trail location would allow for future undercrosss 
linkage to Cannon Street and connect with the planned Santiago Creek Class I Bikeway at the 
existing regional trail and bikeway staging facility trail connectors to the west. The trail has been 
designed to meets County of Orange Standard Regional Riding and Hiking Trail Design 
Guideline for an urban riding and hiking trail. The minimum trail tread width is 20-feet, with 
three feet of a parallel shoulder, for a total width of 16 feet 20-foot right-of-way easement width 
from the Regional Riding and Hiking Trails Design Guidelines. The trail has been designed to 
County standards, as City Staff has informed the project applicant that the City does not intend to 
take ownership of Planning Area A, including the multi-use bikeway and trail. 

According to the 2010 City General Plan Circulation and Mobility Element, implementation of 
the Santiago Creek Trail and bikeway is considered a high priority. This trail is illustrated Figure 
5.15-2, Existing and Proposed Trails. The Santiago Creek Class I Bikeway Trail is paved between 
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Cannon Street and Tustin Street to the western City limit that continues to Main Place Mall and 
the Discovery Science Center; however the 2010 General Plan does not state if the route trail 
section within the project site would be paved. The County of Orange and OCTA both proposes a 
Class I (paved, off-road) Off-Road paved Bikeway along the south side of Santiago Creek. In the 
approximate location of the planned Class I County Off-Road Bikeway, the proposed project 
provides for a paved Class I multi-purpose trail and bikeway. The existing trail, located to the 
northeast of the project site within the Santiago Oaks Regional Park, is a natural surface route 
and presently is not paved. Less than significant impacts are anticipated as the proposed trail and 
bikeway will be developed in accordance with County Standards for Riding and Hiking Trails and 
Class I bikeways. 

Class II bike lanes exist on northbound and southbound Cannon Street as well as eastbound and 
westbound East Santiago Canyon Road adjacent to the project site. The proposed project does not 
propose any improvements to Cannon Street. Additionally, the proposed project would not 
change the eastbound Class II bike lane on East Santiago Canyon Road. The proposed project 
would provide additional right-of-way along East Santiago Canyon Road adjacent to the project 
site. The proposed project would provide for a Class II bike lane within right-of-way for 
westbound East Santiago Canyon Road as depicted on Figure 3-4, Tentative Tract Map. 

As indicated above, in PDF REC-1 and PDF REC-5 through PDF REC-7, the proposed project 
allows for the implementation of all project trails per the Specific Plan. No impact is anticipated 
as the proposed multi-purpose recreational trail and Class I Bikeway adjacent to Santiago Creek 
will be developed in accordance with County Standards. PDF REC-6 through PDF REC-8 reduce 
this potential impact to a less than significant level by the provision of 1.62 miles of on-site 
regional and multi-purpose trails. Therefore, based on the information presented above, the 
impacts on trails would be anticipated to have a less than significant impact and no mitigation 
measures would be required. 

Page 5.15-21:  
Page 5.15-21 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted below: 

Level of Significance 

The proposed project would have less than significant impacts related to recreational facilities or 
require the construction or expansion of recreational facilities which might have an adverse 
physical effect on the environment and no mitigation measures would be required. 

Page 7-5 of the Draft EIR 

Page 7-5 of the Draft EIR has been amended as noted below: 

North of Santiago Creek 

Land uses permitted in the RA, OS, and LDR (Low Density Residential) designations would be 
developed to the north of Santiago Creek with access from Mayberry Mabury Avenue. A total of 17 
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single-family residences would be constructed on approximately 12 acres (11%) of the area to the north of 
Santiago Creek. The minimum lot size would be approximately 8,000 square feet. These residences 
would not be restricted in regards to occupant age. Improvements to this portion of the project site and the 
adjacent public street would occur. Additionally, approximately 38 acres to the north and south of 
Santiago Creek are designated RA (described above) and Open Space (OS). These 38 acres are zoned in 
S-G (described above).
